
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

D3.5 - Attracting institutional investors to low 
temperature DHC networks 
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A case study analysis of different DHCN outside the REWARDHeat project, located in different 
European countries, has been conducted. Due to the early stage most of the projects are still in, in 
most cases publicly funded by the EU (e.g. Horizon 2020, European Structural & Investment Fund 
(ESIF)). This underpins the high importance of attracting investors via financial markets in order to 
provide a long-term funding for upscaling DHCN. The EU Green Deal and the EU Action Plan for 
Sustainable Growth are intended to help reorient financial flows towards sustainable investments 
and thus also facilitate the financing of DHCN projects.
